Ongoing information will be collected to
inform the Operations Written Report. Kings County Office of Education believes the active partnership built
between parents, students, and staff while working together sets the stage and encourages students to achieve
more.

Bargaining units meet in-person to
provide input. Kings County Office of Education district administration, the site Principal, and the Assistant
Superintendent of Special Education collaborate virtually and in-person. Ongoing information will be collected to
inform the Operations Written Report. The school site council will hold meetings where attendees will have the
opportunity to provide input in-person or via Zoom. English Learner Representative feedback will be obtained
during the school site council meeting. Educational Partner input will be considered as we collaboratively review
the most recent state and local data and identify the potential issues regarding equitable access.

however, school administration is always available to schedule a meeting should the need arise. Once each
school’s SSC meetings are scheduled, members will evaluate the content and effectiveness of the policy.

(3 analysis boxes). Through this process the council reflects on actual outcome data to support changes, additions
or continuing actions/services, A follow-up meeting for each site will be scheduled at a future date to consider and
approve all changes.

Kings County Office of Education is committed to identifying barriers to greater participation by parents (with
particular attention to parents who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency,
have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background); identifying the needs of parents and
family members to assist with the learning of their children, including engaging with school personnel and
teachers; and identify strategies to support successful school and family interactions.

Ongoing work with SELPA is done to
support students and families with exceptional needs. Training opportunities focus on equity and culture.
Frequent communication occurs with the parents and families of incarcerated students, all of which are
considered economically disadvantaged. As there are not enough English Learners students at both sites to
constitute an ELAC committee, English Learner Representative feedback is still required through representation in
the School Site Council. Once initial development and feedback of the plan has occurred at each site, the draft
policy will be 1) added to the district website and a link will be supplied to all parents/families and staff, 2) a hard
copy in both English and Spanish will be available upon request to solicit additional feedback, and 3) a hard copy
will be made available at the Kings County Office of Education office for review. If further assistance is needed to

Kings County Office of Education is committed to continuous improvement. As such, parents and families are
encouraged to participate in all aspects of their student’s education.

The LEA involves parents in the activities of the schools served under Title |, Part A. As the continuous
improvement process: Plan, Do, Study, and Act (PDSA) is executed over the school year. As our district is so small
and sites have differing specific needs, we have not formed an additional parent advisory committee and instead,
each school site will monitor parent involvement to evaluate whether the process is successful. Each site is
responsible to hold an Annual Title | meeting, in which we garner input on services. English Learner Representative
feedback is used for analysis of data, needs, services, and programs in regards to English Learners. As there are
not enough English Learners students at both sites to constitute an ELAC committee, English Learner
Representative feedback is still required through representation in the School Site Council. If changes are
required, each school site will inform the county office who will re-examine current processes to inform school site
changes. The collaboration between sites and the county office will ensure an adequate representation of the
needs of the population served by the LEA for the purposes of developing, revising, and reviewing the parent and
family engagement policy.

Kings County Office of Education’s Title I, Part A LEA Parent and Family Engagement Policy was developed jointly
and agreed on with parents and family members of children participating in Title I, Part A programs at the end of
the 2022-2023 school year.
